Miller Playfield, 330 – 19th Ave E. (19th & John, Capitol Hill). We propose that the existing ‘sand” playing surface on Miller Playfield be replaced with a modern synthetic grass surface, such as “SportsTurf”, similar to that recently installed at the nearby Bobby Morris Playfield. Existing drainage issues should also be investigated and repaired if possible.
Justification of project in 300 words or less:  Please also describe who and how many people will be served, why the project is needed, and why the existing condition or facility is not adequate.  

Miller playfield, with its lovely new field lights,  is tremendously popular, because of its central location and easy access. The field surface [a light colored dirt material] is far from ideal. In the winter it easily gets waterlogged and is barely playable. In freezing weather it sets rock hard and is unusable. In the summer it gets very dried out (despite all the efforts of Parks staff to keep it watered) and blows around in tremendous clouds of dust which envelop the players and must be bad for their health. Many youth teams refuse to play there, because of the hazardous surface. The dust also invades the surrounding neighborhood and is a tremendous nuisance and potential health hazard. 


A new field surface will benefit the many organized teams, both youth and adult, who enjoy organized soccer and baseball games, as well as the students of Meany Middle School (adjacent) and all the neighbors, young and old alike, who use the field for pickup games and other outdoor recreation.
